WHEREAS, the Flexible Facilities Program (FFP) is funded through the U.S. Department of Treasury's Capital Projects Fund (CPF) program, which was established through the American Rescue Plan of 2021; and,

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin Department of Administration was awarded $115 million for the Flexible Facilities Program to provide grants to local and tribal governments for the purpose of carrying out critical capital projects directly enabling work, education, and health monitoring in response to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic public health emergency; and,

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County submitted an application and ultimately received a $3,967,737 FFP grant award; and,

WHEREAS, the purpose of these funds is to offset expenses related by expanding services for the existing Cliton Rose Senior Center with a telemedicine room & wellness suite, a multi-purpose space, improved ADA access at entrance and restrooms and a computer lab with 12 desktop computers; and,

	WHEREAS, the project will include the addition of technical equipment to improve the current broadband infrastructure throughout; and,

WHEREAS, the application for and acceptance of grant funding requires the approval of the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors (County Board) per Milwaukee County Ordinance 56.06; now, therefore;
