It is requested that the Board authorize Milwaukee County to enter into an Intergovernmental Joint Funding Agreement to monitor and assess the impacts from the runoff of aircraft deicing fluid and other pollutants into the Wilson Park tributary of the Kinnickinnic River and Oak Creek watershed in support of the Airport's Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (WPDES) storm water runoff permit.

B. The annual costs associated with the Intergovernmental Joint Funding Agreement are shared between Milwaukee County and the U.S. Geological Survey. For 2015 the cost to Milwaukee County is $97,500. The three-year cost to Milwaukee County is $292,500.

C. Sufficent funds have been budgeted in the Airport's Operating Budget. Subsequent years shall be budgeted in the same manner.
