[bookmark: _Hlk184304675]	WHEREAS, on July 29, 2021, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors adopted File No. 21-632 creating an incentive program for COVID-19 vaccinations amongst occupants at the Community Reintegration Center (CRC) and Jail; and

WHEREAS, on December 14, 2021, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors adopted File No. 21-1085 to authorize the continuation of the incentive program until December 31, 2022 or until the remaining funds had been expended; and

WHEREAS, File No. 21-1085 also required quarterly status reports to the Milwaukee County Board beginning in April of 2022; and

WHEREAS, in a memo dated November 6, 2024 and attached to this file, the Superintendent of the CRC and Director, Milwaukee County Jail, report the incentive funds have largely been exhausted, as well as State funding to pay for the vaccinations; and

WHEREAS, occupants of the CRC and Jail are still educated on the merits of being vaccinated and may still receive a COVID-19 immunization; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the Community Reintegration Center and Milwaukee County Jail are no longer required to submit quarterly reports on the COVID-19 Vaccine Incentive program as the funding has been exhausted.
