(ITEM           )  From the Interim Director, Department of Transportation, requesting authorization to execute three Highway Safety Improvement Agreements for grants with the State to make safety improvements at various signalized intersections, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Chapter 56 of the Milwaukee County Administrative Code requires authorization from the County Board to accept state or federal discretionary grant awards; and

WHEREAS, the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), through the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation (WisDOT), funds highway safety projects at sites that have experienced a high crash history; and
WHEREAS, the overall objective of HSIP is to develop and implement, on a continuing basis, stand-alone safety projects designed to reduce the number and severity of crashes on all streets and highways (state and local); and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Department of Transportation has been awarded three HSIP grant awards through HSIP by authority under Section 86.25(1), (2), and (3) of the Wisconsin State Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the first HSIP grant is for the traffic improvements to the intersection of County Trunk Highway G and County Trunk Highway S; and

WHEREAS, the second HSIP grant is for traffic improvements to the intersection of County Trunk Highway U and County Trunk Highway BB; and

WHEREAS, the third HSIP grant is for traffic improvements at three intersections of County Trunk Highway Y at South Pennsylvania Avenue, South Whitnall Avenue (west intersection), and South Whitnall Avenue (east intersection); and

WHEREAS, the three HSIP grants total $2,154,016 and require a 10% Milwaukee County match; and

WHEREAS, if accepted, the HSIP grants would allow Milwaukee County to fund three capital projects using $1,938,614 in state funds and $215,402 in local funds to improve the safety of several signalized intersections; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Interim Director, Milwaukee County Department of Transportation, is hereby authorized to receive and execute three Highway Safety Improvement Agreements for grants with the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation worth $1,938,614 to make safety improvements at various signalized intersections.
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
