SUBJECT:	Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation’s Public Entity Liability Policy (INFORMATIONAL ONLY)


HISTORY
Milwaukee County has been a member and owner of Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation (WCMIC) since 1997. WCMIC is currently owned by 52 counties and provides insurance, loss control, and claims handling services exclusively to Wisconsin counties, municipalities, and school districts. WCMIC is governed by representatives from the member organizations through the operating committees of Loss Prevention, Underwriting, Claims, Audit, Investment, and Oversight. The coverages provided under the Public Entity Liability policy to Milwaukee County include General Liability, Personal Injury, Automobile Liability, Law Enforcement Liability, Public Officials Errors & Omissions, Architects Errors & Omissions, and Cyber Liability.    

BACKGROUND
An informational report and presentation was requested for the members of the Judiciary, Safety, and General Services Committee regarding how Milwaukee County’s Public Entity Liability policy operates in terms of deductibles, limits, rights, coverages, and value added services. Aegis Corporation is the policy administrative branch for WCMIC, and Mr. John Dirkse, the General Administrator of Aegis, will provide a presentation to the Committee explaining the policy functions and areas of interest.
