From the Director, Department of Transportation, requesting approval and adoption of the resolution affirming Milwaukee County’s Comprehensive Safety Action Plan, recommends adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, in 2022, Milwaukee County Department of Transportation (MCDOT) submitted multiple state and federal grant applications to fund its first-ever countywide safe streets planning initiative, entitled the “Complete Communities Transportation Planning Project”, receiving two different grants totaling $1,235,000; and 

WHEREAS, in 2023, MCDOT carried out in-depth countywide crash data analysis and robust public engagement through its Safe Streets Roadshow campaign and published a synthesis of these findings in its first-ever “Transportation Safety Assessment Report”; and

WHEREAS, in 2024, Milwaukee County adopted a goal of achieving Vision Zero—zero fatalities and serious injuries on all roadways in Milwaukee County—by 2037; and

WHEREAS, in 2024, MCDOT developed Milwaukee County’s first-ever Comprehensive Safety Action Plan to address reckless driving and improve multimodal safety for all roadway users by identifying Corridors of Concern and potential Safety Project Opportunities to make those streets safer; and

WHEREAS, MCDOT assures Milwaukee County that all eight required components of a United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) Comprehensive Safety Action Plan are fulfilled and complete in the Action Plan itself; and

WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Comprehensive Safety Action Plan requires approval from the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors before sending the Action Plan to USDOT, who will then review the Action Plan for certification, thereby granting Milwaukee County and all 19 municipalities eligibility to apply for Safe Streets and Roads for All Implementation funding to further construct traffic safety countermeasures at our highest priority locations on multiple Corridors of Concern;

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors adopts the Milwaukee County Comprehensive Safety Action Plan as the county’s official plan to assist all 19 municipalities in achieving safer streets, zero traffic-related fatalities and serious injuries throughout Milwaukee County by the year 2037.
