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A RESOLUTION

To allocate $15,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to Org. Unit 8000 to allow the Metropolitan Milwaukee Fair Housing Council to maintain adequate staffing for its community work relating to fair housing enforcement, outreach and education, fair lending, and inclusive communities


	WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Milwaukee Fair Housing Council (MMFHC) was formed by 40 local citizens in 1977 to combat racial and economic segregation and discrimination in the housing market and to promote fair housing; and

	WHEREAS, MMFHC has distinctive programs respectively focused on fair housing enforcement, outreach and education, fair lending, and inclusive communities; and

	WHEREAS, the 17 municipalities participating in the federal Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and the HOME Investment Partnership Program (HOME), comprised of suburban Milwaukee County, remain among the most racially segregated areas in the United States; and

	WHEREAS, in its more than 40-year existence, HUD has awarded the MMFHC two Best Practice Awards and the Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC) Milwaukee in 2019 awarded MMFHC with one of its Milwaukee Awards for Neighborhood Development Innovation (MANDIs); and

	WHEREAS, since 1979 the MMFHC has routinely applied to Milwaukee County and received federal CDBG dollars to play a pivotal role in efforts to combat housing discrimination and residential segregation, but whose allocation from 2019 to 2020 declined from $35,000 to $24,600; and

	WHEREAS, in its Annual Action Plan, Milwaukee County pledged to work with the 17 suburban municipalities participating in CDBG and HOME to affirmatively further fair housing; and

	WHEREAS, a CDBG appropriation reduction of $10,400 may affect staffing at MMFHC and the organization’s ability to continue the work it does for the Milwaukee community, but an appropriation of $15,000 from Milwaukee County would help sustain the MMFHC’s work; now, therefore,

	BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes and directs the Office of the Comptroller and the Department of Administrative Services to process an administrative transfer of $15,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945 Appropriation for Contingencies to Org. Unit 8000 – Department of Health and Human Services Housing Division to distribute to the Metropolitan Milwaukee Fair Housing Council in addition to its 2020 Community Development Block Grant appropriation.
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
