[bookmark: _GoBack]	THIS Addendum dated _________________ to the SKYGLIDER OPERATING AGREEMENT dated January 8, 2005 and further revised by Addendum # 1 dated August 29, 2005 (hereinafter referred to as “agreement”), by and between SkyZoo of Wisconsin, L.L.C., P.O. Box 216, Contoocook, NH 03229, a New Hampshire Limited Liability Company (hereinafter referred to as “SKYZOO”), and the Milwaukee County Zoo, 10001 W. Bluemound Road, Milwaukee, WI 53226-4384 (hereinafter referred to as “ZOO”);

WITNESSETH

	WHEREAS, the purpose of this Addendum is to extend the term of the Agreement for  operating the SkyGlider Aerial Tramway at the Milwaukee Zoo; and

	WHEREAS, both parties to this agreement wish to extend the term of this agreement.

	NOW, THEREFORE in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained, and for other good and valuable considerations, the parties hereto agree as follows:

Section	1.0	Extend the term of the operating Agreement

1.1 The term of this Agreement shall be for the year 2015. The dates of the 2015 ZOO Operating Season shall be approximately May 1, 2015 through October 31, 2015. Both parties to this agreement recognize that weather will in all probability limit the SkyGlider operations to these dates. Nothing herein however, shall preclude operation of the SkyGlider at other times of the year provided that both parties agree and that it is financially feasible for SKYFAIR.  For each succeeding year of the agreement and from time to time, the ZOO and SKYFAIR shall mutually agree upon the dates and times of operation for the following year’s operation.

1.2 ZOO hereby grants to SKYZOO an option for operation of the SkyGlider for an additional Five (5) years (i.e. 2016 thru 2020). Both parties acknowledge that SKYZOO has the ride for sale. In the event of such sale, SKYZOO agrees that once a season of operation starts, that it will continue to operate the ride through October 31 of that operating season. Further, if during this option period Zoo decides that it no longer wishes to have the SkyGlider on its premises, SKYZOO agrees to remove the SkyGlider equipment within 60 days of the end of any operating season.   
 
		1.3	All other terms and conditions of the agreement remain unchanged.
