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1. AMEND the WHEREAS clause beginning on line 29 and ADD the following WHEREAS beginning on line 33:

WHEREAS, UnitedHealthCare’s overall response to Milwaukee County’s RFP, based on the criteria above, was deemed by the RFP review panel and Cambridge Advisory Group to be superior to the other bids submitted in the RFP process; and now, therefore 

WHEREAS, the selection of UnitedHealthCare creates an opportunity to include the Milwaukee County Transit System under Milwaukee County’s administrative services agreement, with the Transit System fully responsible for its own claims and expenses, resulting in a budget savings of $1.1 million for Milwaukee County; now, therefore
2. ADD the following BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clauses following line 37: 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Interim Director, Division of Employee Benefits, is authorized and directed to work with the Office of Corporation Counsel and UnitedHealthCare to draft a contract addendum that includes the appropriate confidentiality and hold harmless provisions, and any other contractual language necessary, to incorporate the Milwaukee County Transit System into the administrative services agreement referenced herein; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Interim Director, Division of Employee Benefits, is authorized and directed to work with Ceridian to take the necessary steps to incorporate MCTS employees into the County’s benefit enrollment services; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the contract language related to MCTS benefit coordination be presented to the Committees on Finance and Audit and Personnel for review and approval prior to execution.
