A RESOLUTION

Authorizing and directing the Acting Corporation Counsel to retain outside legal counsel to provide the Employee Benefits Workgroup and the Committees on Personnel and Finance and Audit with legal guidance on how best to proceed in order to cap the pension backdrop.

WHEREAS, at the June 17, 2011 meeting of the Committee on Personnel, the Committee reviewed an informational report from the Employee Benefits Workgroup responding to a budget amendment that directed the Workgroup to study capping the backdrop pension benefit (Budget Amendment 1C010); and

WHEREAS, the informational report from the Employee Benefits Workgroup indicated that, due to a number of mitigating factors, the Workgroup was unable to complete the study by the June committee cycle as directed in the budget amendment; and


WHEREAS, the Committee on Personnel, by a vote of 7-0, approved a motion, directing the Acting Corporation Counsel to retain outside counsel to complete the required study and to report back to the Committees on Finance and Audit and Personnel no later than the September 2011 County Board cycle; now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Acting Corporation Counsel is authorized and directed to retain outside legal counsel to provide the Employee Benefits Workgroup and the Personnel and Finance and Audit Committees with legal guidance on how best to proceed in order to cap the pension backdrop; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that an actuarial study of the impact of such action should be conducted in accordance with previous direction from the County Board; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Acting Corporation Counsel is authorized to utilize funding provided in the Litigation Reserve Account for this purpose; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a complete report on this matter should return from the Employee Benefits Workgroup to the Committees on Personnel and Finance and Audit no later than the September 2011 County Board cycle in order that this matter may be addressed without further delay.
