(ITEM          )  From Corporation Counsel, recommending a fund transfer from the Appropriation for Contingencies to the Election Commission and recommending payment in the amount of $38,000 to Burton & Mayer, Inc., in settlement of a disputed invoice, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, in March 2012, the Milwaukee County Election Commission was notified of potential concerns related to ballots printed by Burton & Mayer, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, Burton & Mayer, Inc., disputes that, to the extent there were any problems with the ballots, it was responsible for such problems; and

WHEREAS, Burton & Mayer, Inc., has filed a claim against Milwaukee County seeking payment of its outstanding $70,775.94 invoice for printing of the ballots; and


WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Election Commission and Burton & Mayer, Inc., wish to maintain their ongoing working relationship and to avoid the risk and expense of litigation; and

WHEREAS, the tentative settlement agreement provides that the outstanding invoice will be resolved for $38,000; and

WHEREAS, the Election Commission does not have budget funds to pay for this settlement; and

WHEREAS, the Office of Corporation Counsel recommends this settlement; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services, at its meeting on September 12, 2013, recommended adoption of the said settlement (vote 6-0); and
WHEREAS, the Committee on Finance, Personnel and Audit, at its meeting on September 19, 2013, concurred with the recommendation of the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services (vote 9-0); now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approves the payment of $38,000 to Burton & Mayer, Inc., in full resolution of its disputed invoice and in exchange for a full and complete release of all related claims against Milwaukee County; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approves a fund transfer from Org. Unit 1945, Appropriation for Contingencies, to Org. Unit 3010, Election Commission, in the amount of $38,000.
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
