(SUGGESTED SCRIPT FOR PUBLIC HEARING)


This public hearing is being held pursuant to the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The purpose of the public hearing is to give all interested persons an opportunity to express their views on the proposed issuance of airport revenue bonds by Milwaukee County to finance certain projects.  Notice of this public hearing was published in the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel and in The Daily Reporter, and reference is made to said published notice and the details contained therein.


The purpose of the public hearing is to consider the issuance by Milwaukee County of general obligation bonds for the following purposes:


(i)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $3,865,126 for the construction of a parking structure, a pedestrian access area and related areas at General Mitchell International Airport located at 5300 South Howell Avenue, Milwaukee, Wisconsin (the “Airport”);


(ii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $1,238,281 for the construction of improvements to the power plant and other utilities at the Airport; 


(iii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $783,481 for the construction of roads and parking lots at the Airport; 


(iv)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $286,472 for the construction of a parking administration building and toll plaza at the Airport;


(v)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $66,241 for the construction of improvements to an airline maintenance facility at the Airport;


(vi)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $57,180 to provide public art at the Airport; and 


(vii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $10,964 to provide a luggage cart wash facility at the Airport.
