BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Board of Supervisors of Milwaukee County, 13 

Wisconsin, that there shall be issued the general obligation bonds or notes of said 14 

County in an aggregate principal amount not-to-exceed $3,441,700 for the public 15 

purpose of providing for the construction, improvement, and maintenance of highways 16 

and bridges.  For the purpose of paying the various installments of principal of, and 17 

interest on, said bonds or notes as they severally mature, prior to the issuance and 18 

delivery of said bonds or notes, there shall be levied on all taxable property in said 19 

County a direct annual irrepealable tax sufficient for that purpose; and 20

BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Board of Supervisors of Milwaukee County, 22 

Wisconsin, that there shall be issued the general obligation bonds or notes of said 23 

County in an aggregate principal amount not-to-exceed $1,337,100 for the public 24 

purpose of providing for a memorial for soldiers, sailors, and marines by financing 25 

renovations and improvements at the War Memorial Center.  For the purpose of paying 26 

the various installments of principal of, and interest on, said bonds or notes as they 27

acquisition of capital equipment, including new buses and fleet equipment.  For the 41 

purpose of paying the various installments of principal of, and interest on, said bonds or 42 

notes as they severally mature, prior to the issuance and delivery of said bonds or notes 43 

there shall be levied on all taxable property in said County a direct annual irrepealable 44 

tax sufficient for that purpose; and 45

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BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Board of Supervisors of Milwaukee County, 47 

Wisconsin, that the County hereby officially declares its intent pursuant to Treasury 48 

Regulation Section 1.150-2 to reimburse any expenditures made in connection with the 49

WHEREAS, Section 67.05(7)(a) of the Wisconsin Statutes permits the electors of 79 

the County to submit a petition requesting the submission of an initial resolution 80 

authorizing the issuance of general obligation bonds to provide for a memorial for 81 

soldiers, sailors, and marines to the electors of the County for approval at a referendum 82 

election, and requires that notice be given to the electors of the County of the adoption 83 

of the initial resolution and their right to submit a petition; now, therefore, 84
