[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Requesting the Department of Administrative Services – Office of Sustainability and Office of Strategy, Budget and Performance – Project Management Office to collaborate with the City of Milwaukee and other applicable entities to apply for, and accept if awarded, grants to help effectuate Climate Action Goals


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County adopted File No. 19-582 in July 2019 to establish a joint taskforce with the City of Milwaukee named the “Milwaukee City-County Joint Taskforce on Climate and Economic Equity” for the purpose of making practical recommendations so our community may achieve net greenhouse gas emission reductions of 45 percent of 2010 levels by 2030 and achieve net zero greenhouse gas emissions by 2050 or sooner and mitigate racial and income inequality through “green” jobs; and

WHEREAS, on April 22, 2021, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors unanimously adopted File No. 21-389 committing Milwaukee County to becoming carbon neutral by 2050 and requesting the Director of Sustainability, Department of Administrative Services, develop and administer a strategic plan to achieve carbon neutrality in Milwaukee County facilities and operations by 2050; and

WHEREAS, File No. 21-770, reviewed by the County Board in September 2021, developed a Climate Action 2050 or “CA50 Framework” of guiding principles and a roadmap for Milwaukee County to achieve carbon neutral facilities and operations by 2050; and

[bookmark: _Hlk171593936]WHEREAS, the 2022 Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) established the Climate Pollution Reduction Grants (CPRG) program, allocating $250 million in planning grants to states, U.S. territories, municipalities, air pollution control agencies, tribes, and groups thereof to develop plans for reducing greenhouse gases (GHGs), including a Preliminary Climate Action Plan (PCAP); and

WHEREAS, the IRA also provided $4.6 billion for competitive implementation grants to eligible applicants for GHG reduction programs, policies, projects, and measures identified in a PCAP developed under a CPRG planning grant; and

WHEREAS, the Southeastern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission (SEWRPC) was awarded a $1 million CPRG Planning grant for the Milwaukee metropolitan area and has successfully completed the PCAP; and

WHEREAS, the City of Milwaukee, serving as the lead applicant for the involved parties, applied for a $9,997,330 CPRG Implementation Grant, with an application deadline of August 1, 2024; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County should collaborate with local governments to reduce greenhouse gasses and to collectively achieve carbon neutral goals and promote economic equity by participating in the grant opportunity outlined above and others that may become available in the future; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors reaffirms its commitment to 2050 Climate Action (CA50) goals and supports efforts to collaborate with other local governments and entities to achieve them; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Department of Administrative Services – Office of Sustainability and Office of Strategy, Budget and Performance – Project Management Office (SBP-PMO) are requested to collaborate with the City of Milwaukee and other applicable entities to apply (or retroactively apply) for, and accept if awarded, grants to help effectuate Climate Action Goals; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Interim Director of Sustainability, working in conjunction with staff from SBP-PMO is requested to provide a report for the September 2024 meeting cycle on efforts to join the Climate Pollution Reduction Grants (CPRG) program and other future grants that may be available to assist Milwaukee County with resources to meet its CA50 goals. 
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
