A. Requesting authorization to retroactively submit and accept a Wisconsin Department
of Natural Resources (DNR) Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) grant in the
amount of $752,783 to support the redesign and construction of a splash pad at the
Washington Park Pool site. The grant will reimburse up to 50% of eligible project
costs, with the remaining project costs supported through partner funding and other
identified project sources.

B. The proposed project includes $752,783 in requested grant funding through the
Wisconsin DNR Land and Water Conservation Fund Program. Additional project
support in the amount of approximately $377,000 is anticipated through Milwaukee
Parks Foundation contributions.

C. LWCF grant funds will be reimbursed to Milwaukee County following completion of
eligible project activities and submission of required documentation to Wisconsin DNR,
offsetting a portion of the project costs associated with the Washington Park splash
pad improvements. Future operating and maintenance costs associated with the
splash pad will be absorbed within Milwaukee County Parks’ operating budget.

D. Assuming the total project cost, project award is authorized up to $752,783 but will be
prorated based on actual costs.
