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AN AMENDED RESOLUTION

to authorize the negotiation of an agreement to fund an artistic bus shelter with the Bay View Business Improvement District


WHEREAS, the Bay View Business Improvement District #44 (BID) has proposed the construction of a privately funded artistic bus shelter for the triangle bus stop at South Kinnicinnic Avenue and West Lincoln Avenue, which is a major bus transfer stop; and


WHEREAS, the businesses in the area including the new Alterra coffee shop and bakery are working with the City of Milwaukee, Milwaukee County Transit System (MCTS), and others to raise the needed funds (estimated at $150,000) to design and develop a unique bus shelter which would enhance the attractiveness of this neighborhood; and


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has established a Public Art Program (capital account W0950) which could be used under certain conditions for part of the initial capital cost of this project, while MCTS may only fund standard design bus shelters; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of Transportation and Public Works, in consultation with the DAS Fiscal and Budget Administrator and Director, Milwaukee Transport Services, Inc is directed to negotiate a proposed agreement with the Bay View Business Improvement District (BID) #44 to allocate $50,000 from the Public Art Program (capital account W0950) to be used for part of the initial costs of constructing an  artistic bus shelter on the triangle at South Kinnickinnic Avenue and West Lincoln Avenue, with the following conditions:

1. Milwaukee County’s contribution shall be limited to $50,000 of the eligible capital costs for the proposed bus shelter.

2. Milwaukee County will own but will not be required to maintain this non-standard bus shelter and the agreement will follow all current policies of MCTS for this type of shelter.

3. The use of public art funds will be subject to the review and recommendation of the Public Art Committee, after DAS – Fiscal Affairs confirms that the project is eligible for the allocation of Public Art Program (bond proceeds) funding.

4. The negotiated agreement with the Bay View BID will be approved by the County Board after review by the Committee on Transportation, Public Works and Transit.
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
