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1. Parties

This Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement (Agreement) is between the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District (District), acting through its Executive Director, and Milwaukee County, acting through its Director of Parks, Recreation and Culture. 

2. Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement is to establish responsibilities for the installation and maintenance of two real time water quality monitoring stations on the Root River and for sharing data produced by this monitoring station.  

3. Basis for this Agreement

(A) A portion of the Root River is in Milwaukee County.

(B) The Root River Watershed Restoration Plan (Southeastern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission 2014) recommended additional water quality monitoring to fill data gaps.    

(C) For both the District and Milwaukee County, additional water quality data will be useful for their water quality improvement programs.

(B) The District currently operates a system of real time water quality monitoring stations along local rivers. 

(D) Milwaukee County has space available in Root River Parkway for two new monitoring stations.   

(E) The Ryan Road monitoring station will be at 6501 Ryan Road, Franklin, as shown in Figures 1 to 3.  The Ryan Road monitoring station will be at the same location as a gauging station operated by the United States Geological Survey.  

(F) The Grange Avenue monitoring station will be at 8020 West Grange Avenue, Greendale, as shown in Figure 4.  

(G) The appearance of the monitoring station enclosure will be as shown in Figure 5. 

4. Effective Dates

This Agreement becomes effective on November 20, 2015, and terminates on July 31, 2020.  

5. District Responsibilities

The District will:

(A) obtain and install the monitoring equipment;  

(B) connect the monitoring stations to a power supply; 

(C) notify Milwaukee County of proposed installation work at least two weeks in advance;

(D) schedule installation work to avoid any conflicting activities;

(E) notify Milwaukee County of installation work 72 hours in advance;

(F) comply with any applicable erosion control, traffic control, or other relevant requirements during installation;

(G) allow Milwaukee County to observe the installation work;

(H) restore the site after installation;

(I) operate and maintain the monitoring stations;

(J) collect and store data from the monitoring stations;

(K) share data from the monitoring station with Milwaukee County, as requested; and

(L) fund installation, operation, maintenance, and data management. 

6. Milwaukee County Responsibilities

Milwaukee County will:

(A) provide space for the monitoring station at no cost to the District;

(B) allow the District to access the monitoring station for maintenance, repairs, or replacement;

(C) avoid changes to facilities or landscaping that would interfere with access to the station or the station’s telecommunication systems.  If Milwaukee County becomes aware of any activity that would reduce access to the station, then Milwaukee County will notify the District at least sixty days in advance; and
(D) if it identifies damage to a monitoring station, report this damage to the District.

8. Modifying this Agreement

Any modification to this Agreement will be in writing and signed by both Parties.

9. Severability

If a court finds any part of this Agreement unenforceable, then the remainder of this Agreement continues in effect.

10. Applicable Law

The laws of the State of Wisconsin apply to this Agreement.

11. Resolving Disputes

If a dispute arises under this Agreement, then the Parties will try to resolve it with the help of a mutually acceptable mediator in Milwaukee or Milwaukee County.  The Parties will equally share any costs and fees associated with the mediation, other than attorney fees.  If the dispute is not resolved within 30 days after the Parties refer it to a mediator, then either Party may take the matter to court.  Venue in any action brought under this Contract is proper only in the Circuit Court for Milwaukee County.


12. Termination

Either Party may terminate this Agreement at any time.  To terminate this Agreement, a Party will provide written notice to the other Party.  This notice will indicate the effective date of termination and the reasons for termination.   Milwaukee County will give the District at least thirty days to remove the monitoring station.  

13. Independence of the Parties

This Agreement does not create a partnership.  Neither Party may enter into contracts on behalf of the other Party.

14. Authority of Signatories 

Each person signing this agreement certifies that the person is properly authorized by the Party’s governing body to execute this Agreement. 

15. Indemnification

The District and Milwaukee County will be liable for their own negligent acts, errors, and omissions.  If litigation requires one Party to respond for the acts, errors, or omissions of the other Party, then the District and Milwaukee County will hold each other harmless for any losses, damages, costs, or expenses, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees and litigation expenses.
