Amend the BE IT RESOLVED clauses beginning at or near line 161 and add a new BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED clause as follows:
  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the County Executive, Office of the Comptroller, County Clerk, Office of Corporation Counsel, Department of Administrative Services, Department of Human Resources, and any other Milwaukee County officials deemed necessary to perform all actions necessary to complete the implementation of the new 0.4% sales and use tax effective January 1, 2024, and to prepare as necessary for County Board approval any further resolutions/ordinances that may be required to effectuate the soft closing of the Milwaukee County Employees’ Retirement System (ERS) and the enrollment of new eligible employees hired after December 31, 2024 into the Wisconsin Retirement System (WRS); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, while the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors has the ultimate responsibility to adopt an annual budget for Milwaukee County, the County Board hereby respectfully requests the County Executive to provide a 2024 Recommended Budget that:

· Reduces the overall property tax levy
· Increases funding for parks, transit, and other services countywide
· Provides a report, in the manner provided under Wis. Stat. § 13.172(2), containing detailed information on the county’s expenditure plan for the 0.4% sales tax revenue authorized in this ordinance. This includes projections of when the unfunded pension liability will be paid off and the sales tax is rescinded as required by the sunset provision in state law
· A plan to preserve county reserves and to strategically use them to most effectively reduce the tax levy and fund capital infrastructure needs approved by the County Board
