POLICY
Approval of Parks Amenities Matching Fund request from Wisconsin Sports Group, LLC in the amount of $15,000 to install futsal courts at Lincoln Park.

BACKGROUND
[bookmark: _GoBack]In January 2015, the Parks Department presented to the Parks, Energy and Environment Committee an informational item on the proposal to convert the tennis courts to futsal courts in Lincoln Park. On May 1, 2015, Milwaukee County Parks and Wisconsin Sports Groups entered into an MOU for the conversion of the tennis courts in Lincoln Park. Wisconsin Sports Group, LLC has replaced existing tennis courts at Lincoln Park with futsal courts (Attachment #1). The condition of the tennis courts were in fair condition; however in need of a new surface. Replacing these tennis courts with futsal courts has brought athletes young and old to these previously underutilized courts. Futsal is a version of soccer that utilizes less players on a smaller, generally enclosed, field. It is a very popular sport internationally and is gaining momentum in the United States.  

Wisconsin Sports Group, LLC is requesting $15,000 from the Parks Amenities Matching Fund program to help fund the completion of the project (Attachment #2). The estimated total project cost is $35,000. The current available balance of the PAMF fund is $335,450.Contingent on the approval of this project, the remaining balance in the PAMF program will be $320,450.

		RECOMMENDATION
DPRC recommends the approval of a Parks Amenities Matching Fund award in the amount of $15,000 to the Wisconsin Sports Group, LLC to support the installation of futsal courts at Lincoln Park.
