(ITEM NO. 7)  From the Director, Department of Transportation and Public Works, and the Airport Director, requesting authorization to terminate the lease agreement between Milwaukee County and Dr. Ted Silver, originally entered into under File # 93-303, and sell Dr. Silver’s hangar facility at General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA), by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, on February 20, 1996, Milwaukee County entered into a lease agreement (Airport Agreement No. HP-1151) with Dr. Ted Silver for the lease of approximately 5,100 square feet of land at General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA) on which to build and maintain an aircraft hangar; and

WHEREAS, the agreement was for an initial term of five (5) years, commencing September 16, 1993, with Dr. Silver having the option to renew the agreement for three (3) additional five (5) year terms; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ted Silver is now requesting that Milwaukee County approve the sale of his hangar facility to Charles F. Zens and approve the termination of Airport Agreement HP-1151; and


WHEREAS, the Committee on Transportation, Public Works and Transit, at its meeting of March 2, 2011, recommended approval the Director of the Department of Transportation and Public Works and the Airport Director’s request (vote 6-0); now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of the Department of Transportation and Public Works and the County Clerk are hereby authorized to approve the sale of the hangar owned by Dr. Ted Silver at General Mitchell International Airport to Charles F. Zens and to terminate the lease between Milwaukee County and Dr. Ted Silver.
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
