[bookmark: _GoBack]	WHEREAS the Office of the District Attorney (DA) is requesting permission to apply to the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance, for federal grant funding identified as Opportunity Number is O-BJA-2021-131001 (“federal grant”);

WHEREAS this federal grant will fund, in part, the acquisition and maintenance of, and digital storage for, body worn cameras for sworn investigators and process investigators in the DA’s office;

WHEREAS the DA has an authorized staff of twenty-four sworn positions, including  six (6) hourly Process Investigators, sixteen (16) FTE Investigators, and two (2) FTE line supervisors, who interact with members of the public when engaging in official, law enforcement related functions;  

WHEREAS sworn law enforcement personnel across the country and worldwide are using body-worn cameras as a tool to improve law enforcement interactions with the public, strengthen law enforcement accountability and transparency, and assist in deescalating conflicts, resulting in more constructive encounters between officers and members of the community;  

WHEREAS the federal grant, if awarded, will commence on October 1, 2021 and continue for thirty-six (36) months, ending on September 30, 2024;

WHEREAS the federal grant contains a 1:1 match requirement, with a grant funding ceiling of $2,000 per body camera;

WHEREAS the DA has obtained, for illustration purposes only in seeking permission to apply for this federal grant, a quote for a 5 year contract with Axon Enterprise, Inc. for cameras and related services, having an overall 5 year contract cost of $152,486 and annual shared costs as follows:
