BACKGROUND

Public Works Week is a nationwide recognition of the work that public works employees perform held each year on the third week of May.  Milwaukee County’s Department of Transportation has a diverse group of men and women who perform a variety of functions supporting services at the Airport, Highway Maintenance, Transportation Planning and Engineering, Fleet Management and Transit.
