AN AMENDED  RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, The Fund for Lake Michigan is offering grants to fund projects that reduce and mitigate water quality impacts to Lake Michigan; and 


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County is responsible for the administration of a County-wide stormwater discharge permit issued by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, which is intended to mitigate water quality impacts to surface waters located in Milwaukee County; and


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County has undertaken and actively participated in several water quality impact studies, including a streambank erosion study, a pond and lagoon study, and watershed restoration plans for two rivers, which have identified specific actions needed to address water quality impacts; and  

 
WHEREAS, The Fund for Lake Michigan is seeking projects that can be implemented in the short term and that involve collaborative efforts; and


WHEREAS, the aforementioned studies have identified projects that would meet the requirements of the grant; and


WHEREAS, the projects would not have long-term maintenance obligations; and


WHEREAS, the funds will be awarded in fiscal year 2011 and 2012; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize and direct the Director of the Department of Transportation and Public Works—Architects, Engineers and Environmental Services Division to apply for Funds for Lake Michigan grants for fiscal year 2011 and 2012.
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
