(SUGGESTED SCRIPT FOR PUBLIC HEARING)


This public hearing is being held pursuant to the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The purpose of the public hearing is to give all interested persons an opportunity to express their views on the proposed issuance of airport revenue bonds by Milwaukee County to finance certain projects.  Notice of this public hearing was published in the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel and in The Daily Reporter, and reference is made to said published notice and the details contained therein.

The purpose of the public hearing is to consider the issuance by Milwaukee County of general obligation bonds for the following purposes:

(i)
Bonds in an amount of approximately $41,283,835 for the construction of improvements to the baggage claim area and related areas at General Mitchell International Airport; 


(ii)
Bonds  in an amount of approximately $1,098,323 for the construction of improvements to the parking structure at the Airport; and


(iii)
Bonds  in an amount of approximately $8,480,020 to the construction of improvements to the main electrical supply system at the Airport;


(iv)
Bonds in an amount of approximately $2,765,597 for the construction of a training facility at the Airport; 


(v)
Bonds in an amount of approximately $4,339,067 for the construction of in-line baggage screening facilities at the Airport; and


(vi)
Bonds in an amount of approximately $2,033,258 to provide radio narrow banding at the Airport.
