WHEREAS, the Adopted Budget for the Milwaukee County Department on 

Aging allocates revenues and expenditures for the purchase of a variety of supportive

programs and services for Milwaukee County seniors during 2015; and


WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Commission on Aging was created by 

Chapter 53 of the General Ordinances of Milwaukee County as the designated Area 

Agency on Aging under the Older Americans Act; and 


WHEREAS, consistent with Wisconsin Act 14, the Department on Aging must,

on behalf of the Commission, bring purchase of service contracts at or above $300,000
for authorization by  the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors; and

WHEREAS, at its meeting on November 15, 2013, the Commission on Aging

recommended awarding the following purchase of service contract for the period

January 1, through December 31, 2014, with a provision that, contingent upon 

satisfactory performance of the vendor and inclusion of sufficient funds in the annual
County Budget, contracts may be awarded annually for up to two additional years without

a Request for Proposal [File No. 98-197 (a)(a)]; and
WHEREAS, the existing vendor performed satisfactorily under requirements of
the 2014 contract, and with sufficient funds included in the Adopted Budget for 2015,
the Department recommends renewing the following contract for the period January 1,
through December 31, 2015:
