(ITEM NO.    )  From the Director, Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC), seeking authorization to submit one or more 2011 Federal Recreational Trails Program grants, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the purpose of the Federal Recreational Trails Program (RTP) is to facilitate and encourage trail-related outdoor recreation; and


WHEREAS, the RTP is a Federal program funded through federal gas excise taxes paid on fuel used by off-highway vehicles, and it is administered by the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR); and


WHEREAS, successful projects may be reimbursed for up to 50% of the total costs, and there is a maximum funding limit of $45,000 per project; and


WHEREAS, applications are due June 15, 2011, and the WDNR expects to know which projects will receive funding by the end of July 2011; and


WHEREAS, there are a number of trail reconstruction projects and development projects DPRC is considering for submittal, and a final decision will be based on such factors as the scale of the project, the availability of matching funds, and the level of need in comparison to other Parks projects; and

WHEREAS, the Parks Director respectfully recommends that appropriate staff be authorized to submit one or more 2011 Recreational Trails Program grant applications; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Parks Director to submit one or more 2011 Recreational Trails Program grant applications.
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
