A RESOLUTION

	WHEREAS, in 2002 Milwaukee County’s Public Art Committee agreed to erect a piece of art at Gordon Park; and 

	WHEREAS, sixteen years later, this sculpture now has structural flaws that have been deemed unsafe by the County’s Facilities Condition Assessment team as well as by County Architecture & Engineering staff; and

WHEREAS, the sculpture currently sits in an unsafe condition and it is fenced off to keep the public safe from the potential danger should it fall; and 

WHEREAS, Parks plans to remove the full sculpture, including the iceberg and anvil, as they could pose a failure danger in future, and because the two sculptures were erected as one piece of art; therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes Milwaukee County Parks to remove the sculpture Gordon Park due to its unsafe condition.
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
