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A  RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on September 10, 2009 Matthew J. Harris was injured due to a slip and fall incident while an inmate at the Milwaukee County House of Correction (formerly known as the Milwaukee County Correctional Facility-South); and

WHEREAS, as a result of said incident Harris filed a lawsuit in the Circuit Court of Milwaukee County, Case No. 12-CV-6720, against Milwaukee County seeking damages for injuries sustained in the September 20, 2009 incident; and 


WHEREAS, Harris claims that he suffered a concussion, skull fracture, headaches, traumatic brain injury, and permanent loss of senses of smell/taste as a result of the incident, and that he incurred medical expenses attributable to the incident in the amount of $16,842.10; and

WHEREAS the parties engaged in court-ordered mediation; and

WHEREAS the tentative settlement agreement provides for a release of all claims against Milwaukee County in return for a payment by the Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation in the amount of $25,000.00 to Harris and his attorneys; and

WHEREAS the Office of Corporation Counsel recommends this settlement; and

WHEREAS the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services approved this settlement at its meeting on June 6, 2013 by a vote of _____; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approves the payment by the Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation of $25,000.00 to Harris and his attorneys in exchange for dismissal of his suit and a full and complete release of all claims against Milwaukee County.
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
