(ITEM NO.    )  From the Director, Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, seeking authorization to submit Virginia Graeme Baker Act program grant applications, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the United States Federal Government through the State of Wisconsin requires compliance with the Virginia Graeme Baker Act (VGBA) for public swimming pool facilities, and provides cost sharing assistance to governmental units; and 


WHEREAS, this program is administered through the United States Consumer Protection and Safety Commission, and the National Center for Injury Prevention and Control, with projects typically being funded on 1:1 cost share basis; and


WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking authorization to submit a VGBA grant application for the continuing modification and replacement of pool drains for compliance with the federal law; and  


WHEREAS, DPRC has made some modifications to its aquatic facilities and will continue to make modifications for VGBA compliance; and


WHEREAS, DPRC estimates that the compliance projects will cost $200,000 to implement planned improvements at County Park pools and wading pools; and 


WHEREAS, CPSC, NCIPC, and DPRC would each be responsible for $100,000 or 50% of the total project cost; and

WHEREAS, the Parks Director respectfully recommends that appropriate staff be authorized to submit VGBA grant applications; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Parks Director to submit Virginia Graeme Baker Act program grant applications.
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
