(ITEM           )  From the Director, Department of Transportation, and the Airport Director requesting authorization to enter into a Services and Maintenance Agreement with Johnson Controls, Inc., to provide security system services at General Mitchell International Airport, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA) has an extensive access control and closed-circuit television (CCTV) system that requires routine and emergency maintenance to enable it to operate efficiently; and


WHEREAS, the current system at GMIA was installed in 2004 and has been expanded several times through the years as the Airport has expanded; and


WHEREAS, the backbone of the system is the Johnson Controls, Inc., Pegasys 2000 operating system, and Johnson Controls, Inc., has provided maintenance on the system since its installation; and


WHEREAS, proposals were solicited for this service agreement under Request for Proposals (RFP) 6835, issued on May 15, 2013, and advertised in local media as well as one national professional publication; and


WHEREAS, proposals were due by June 3, 2013; and

WHEREAS, the sole proponent was Johnson Controls, Inc., and based on their overall submission, Johnson Controls, Inc., meets the requirements set forth in the RFP; and

WHEREAS, under this agreement, Johnson Controls, Inc., will provide weekly preventative maintenance checks and services and on-call emergency service; replacement parts and labor for covered items such as computerized panels, control boards, sensors and switches, and an airport credentialing and badging system for more than 4,500 employees as required by federal regulations; and a networked CCTV monitoring and recording system consisting of more than 100 cameras; and

WHEREAS, an annual 100% audit of all systems is provided to ensure system integrity and compliance with federal regulatory requirements; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director, Department of Transportation, and the Airport Director are hereby authorized to enter into a Services and Maintenance Agreement with Johnson Controls, Inc., to provide security system services at General Mitchell International Airport.
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
