A. The Director of Department of Administrative Services is requesting authorization to remain in a Professional Services Agreement with The Sigma Group for $117,986 under passive review for design and construction services related to Capital Project WO562-22510 War Memorial Center Saarinen Stairway. Due to water flooding the area under the stairs where the vault for Milwaukee Art Museum stores millions of dollars’ worth in art pieces, Sigma has investigated for the reason of the water leaking. This investigation has required some destructive testing and determined that a new expansion joint and caulking are needed to avoid flooding and water damage any further. This request addresses the fee revision 02 to Sigma’s administrative award for construction administration services to the contractor Riley for the repairs to the North Saarinen Stairway and the demolished areas.
B. The 2024 Adopted Budget includes funding for this $23,721 fee revision to the contract. There are no additional funds needed.
C. The adopted 2024 capital budget was for design-only with a capital appropriation amount of $350,023.  There are sufficient funds in the capital budget to award the requested professional services agreement.
