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A RESOLUTION

Authorizing the Department of Combined Court Related Operations to enter into a contract agreement to provide funding for the Milwaukee Community Justice Council’s Director position

	
	WHEREAS, the Milwaukee Community Justice Council (CJC) was created by the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors in 2007; and

	WHEREAS, the CJC is made up of Milwaukee-area criminal justice agencies and local governments working collaboratively to ensure a fair, efficient, and effective justice system that enhances public safety and quality of life in Milwaukee County; and

	WHEREAS, in 2010, the CJC created the position of Director to coordinate and facilitate the efforts of the CJC in planning and implementing system-wide improvements in Milwaukee County’s criminal justice system; and

WHEREAS, at the request of the CJC, the Public Policy Forum (now Wisconsin Policy Forum), agreed to house the position at its facility; and

	WHEREAS, the Director position is funded through the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) that Milwaukee County administers and distributes; and

	WHEREAS, it is unclear at this time whether Milwaukee County will receive JAG funding in 2018; and
	
	WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Policy Forum reports that funding exists for the first quarter of 2018 for the CJC Director, but no funding exists beyond that time to maintain the position; and

WHEREAS, the CJC Director performs a multitude of duties for the CJC and is essential to the CJC’s mission to ensure a fair, efficient, and effective justice system that enhances public safety and quality of life in Milwaukee County; now, therefore,
		
	BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes and requests the Department of Combined Court Related Operations (Courts), in coordination with the Office of Corporation Counsel, to enter into a contract agreement with the Wisconsin Policy Forum for the purpose of funding from April 1, 2018 to December 31, 2018, the Milwaukee Community Justice Council’s Director’s position including, salary, fringe benefits, and de minimis ancillary costs associated with the position; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Department of Administrative Services - Office of Performance, Strategy, and Budget services to process an appropriation transfer of $75,000 from Org. Unit 1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to Org. Unit 2000 – Combined Court Related Operations to enter into this agreement; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County adopts the policy that if it receives the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) in 2018 the first priority shall be to reimburse the county for any expenditures of tax levy that were typically covered by the JAG.
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
