WHEREAS, the Department of Child Support Enforcement needed to complete its application for a $1.8 million Pathways to Responsible Fatherhood grant in less than thirty days from the date of the grant announcement; and


WHEREAS, work was performed by Joxel Group, LLC prior to all officials signing the executed contract; and


WHEREAS, Joxel Group, LLC successfully submitted the Department of Child Support Enforcement’s application for $1.8 million in Pathways to Responsible Fatherhood grant funds prior to the deadline; and


WHEREAS, the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services, at its meeting on September 15, 2011, approved the request from the Director of the Department of Child Support Enforcement by a vote of 7-0; and
