(SUGGESTED SCRIPT FOR PUBLIC HEARING)


This public hearing is being held pursuant to the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The purpose of the public hearing is to give all interested persons an opportunity to express their views on the proposed issuance of general obligation bonds by Milwaukee County to finance certain projects.  Notice of this public hearing was published in the Milwaukee Journal-Sentinel and in The Daily Reporter, and reference is made to said published notice and the details contained therein.

The purpose of the public hearing is to consider the issuance by Milwaukee County of general obligation bonds for the following purposes:

(i)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $3,242,976 to finance improvements to the heating, ventilation and air conditioning system, the improvements to the elevator in the Uihlein Hall and other improvements, all at the Marcus Center for the Performing Arts; 


(ii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $2,040,839 in Bonds to finance improvements to the War Memorial Center; and


(iii)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $1,688,543 in Bonds to finance improvements to the heating, ventilation and air conditioning system and other improvements to the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Community Center;


(iv)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $47,955 in Bonds to finance improvements to the heating, ventilation and air conditioning system at the recreation center and other improvements at the Wil‑O‑Way Underwood facility; 


(v)
Proceeds in an amount not to exceed $109,275 in Bonds to finance improvements to the heating, ventilation and air conditioning system at the recreation center, Americans with Disabilities Act improvements and other improvements at the Wil‑O‑Way Grant facility; and


(vi)
Proceeds  in an amount not to exceed $36,968 to finance improvements to the kitchen at the McGovern Park Senior Center.
