(ITEM      )  From the Chief Judge, requesting authorization to extend the grant period for the Bureau of Justice Assistance Adult Drug Court Discretionary Grant award (2009-DC-BX-0041) from the original grant period of September 1, 2009-August 30, 2012 to September 1, 2009-August 30, 2013, and to extend the 2012 professional services contract with Justice 2000, Inc. for provision of 1.0 FTE Drug Treatment Court Coordinator through December 31, 2012, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on February 9, 2009, the Combined Court Related Operations submitted an application to the Bureau of Justice Assistance Drug Court Discretionary Grant Program requesting funds to support Milwaukee County’s Drug Treatment Court; and

WHEREAS, on July 17, 2009, Milwaukee County received a notice from the Bureau of Justice Assistance (Award Number 2009-DC-BX-0041) awarding Milwaukee County a $349,995 three year grant for the period of September 1, 2009 through August 30, 2012 to support Milwaukee County’s Drug Treatment Court; and


WHEREAS, on September 24, 2009, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors (File No. 09-354) authorized the Chief Judge to accept the above grant award; and


WHEREAS, a portion of the grant each year is allocated to funding 1.0 FTE Drug Treatment Court Coordinator; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the 2012 Milwaukee County Budget and Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors File No. 11-426, the Chief Judge executed a professional services contract with Justice 2000, Inc. for provision of 1.0 FTE Drug Treatment Court Coordinator through August 30, 2012; and

WHEREAS, as of June 30, 2012, there are surplus grant funds totaling approximately $60,565; and


WHEREAS, on July 24, 2012, Milwaukee County received permission from the Bureau of Justice Assistance to extend the grant period through August 30, 2013, to continue funding 1.0 FTE Drug Treatment Court Coordinator; and

WHEREAS, at its meeting on September 13, 2012, the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services recommended approval of the said request (vote 7-0); and


WHEREAS, at its meeting on September 20, 2012, the Committee on Finance, Personnel and Audit concurred with the actions of the Judiciary, Safety and General Services Committee to approve (vote 9-0); now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Chief Judge to extend the Bureau of Justice Assistance Adult Drug Court Discretionary Grant (2009-DC-BX-0041) period through August 30, 2013, and authorizes extension of the 2012 professional services contract with Justice 2000, Inc. for provision of 1.0 FTE Drug Treatment Court Coordinator through December 31, 2012, and the total contract amount increases from $56,912 to an amount not to exceed $75,112.
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
