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ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

On Lines 48-79, delete, as follows:

WHEREAS, key findings and recommendations of the HSRI study include or could be interpreted to imply the following: 

a. Emergency Detentions, and the use of crisis services and inpatient care, are significantly higher in Milwaukee County when compared to national standards

b. The County's redesigned mental health system should be based on managed care principles, be consumer-oriented, and seek to provide services in the community where patients live and work

c. The County should transition over time from a provider of services to a purchaser of services from the private sector

d. The number of adult inpatient beds should be severely reduced from the current 96, to as few as 16 to 24 beds

e. Savings from elimination of the inpatient beds should be redeployed to an array of services including: step-down care in community-based residential facilities (CBRFs), observation units, groups homes, crisis respite houses, crisis-resource centers, walk-in centers, crisis lines, outpatient clinic-based services, and day treatment facilities

f. Crisis Intervention Training (CIT) of police officers needs to be increased and expanded, could yield significant savings at very little cost, and  CIT should include  the provision of new skills training regarding mental health issues to all law enforcement  personnel who come into contact with people with mental illness; and train communications personnel (call takers and dispatchers) who work with law enforcement on how to manage calls that may involve mental illness

and;

On lines 90-93, delete as follows:

WHEREAS, the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010, under its IMD/EMTALA demonstration project provisions, provides for free-standing psychiatric hospitals to obtain Medicaid reimbursement provided that the hospital is privately-owned; and
On lines 105-107, add and delete as follows:

WHEREAS, national studies have demonstrated that by using managed care principles and strategies, payers can reduce the cost of healthcare services by as much as 20% the cost of behavioral health care service delivery can be reduced without harming patient care; and
On lines 115-117, delete as follows:

WHEREAS, a study presented to the Facility Committee by the Milwaukee County Behavioral Healthcare Consortium on March 15, 2011 computed savings of at least $20 million that would result from implementing the HSRI Study recommendations; and
On lines 123-128, add and delete as follows:

WHEREAS, the County Board adopted a resolution directing the Behavioral Health Administrator to appoint members to a Mental Health Redesign Task Force to provide the County Board with data-driven implementation planning on April 21, 2011 (File No. 11-173/11-284), but it is expected that the planning process may take up to six months before an action-oriented implementation plan is presented to the Board; however the Facility Committee is a more appropriate body to make specific recommendations, with a hard deadline focused on achieving significant cost-savings in time for 2012 budget deliberations; and

Following line 128, add as follows:

WHEREAS, the Facility Committee, comprised of five County Supervisors, is positioned to build on current public/private initiatives being implemented or studied by BHD to identify potential cost savings; and
On lines 138-141, delete as follows:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors directs the New Behavioral Health Facility Study Committee (“Facility Committee”), to submit a detailed action-oriented plan, to implement the HSRI Study findings and other findings and recommendations articulated in this resolution; and

On lines 143-150, add and delete as follows:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the work of the Facility Committee shall be in addition to the work of place of the Mental Health Redesign Task Force created by resolution (File No. 11-173/11-284) and adopted on April 21, 2011, which shall hereafter be discontinued; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Facility Committee’s reporting deadline of June 1, 2011 is extended to July 15, 2011, with the opportunity for an extension should additional time be needed, and requested by the Chair of the Facility Committee to allow for more time for submittal of said report, and that any recommendations that may come out as a result of this further study their final report shall be submitted to the Committees on Health and Human Needs and Finance and Audit for review and approval during the July cycle Board cycle immediately following  completion of the final report; and

On lines 159-166, add and delete as follows:

Encourage Provide that any vendor providing mental health and related behavioral services to Milwaukee County to  shall (a) pay all its employees a "living wage", and require any and all vendors who respond to Request for Proposals to provide behavioral health services to submit documentation of their wage and benefit structure which shall be no less than 1.30 times the prevailing minimum wage, and (b) if the vendor provides services through a community-based residential facility (CBRF), hospital, group home, or other residential or inpatient setting, or if the vendor has more than one-hundred full-time equivalent employees, the vendor shall afford its employees the opportunity to bargain collectively for wages and benefits, and to be represented by a Union of their choosing 

On lines 168-170, delete as follows:

c. Provide that any new private psychiatric hospital the County contracts with shall be located on the grounds of, or in proximity to, the Milwaukee County Regional Medical Center
On lines 172-174, add and delete as follows:

d. Explore the potential for significant savings by creating a hybrid public-private partnership that could be implemented immediately Seek to realize potential savings of up to twenty percent (or $36.2 million) in BHD expenditures in fiscal year 2012, while at the same time preserving access and improving the quality of services provided to County residents
Following line 174, add as follows:

e. Utilize any savings from initiatives for mental health services
On line 176, add and delete as follows:

f. Provide that no County funds shall be used in the construction of any new private psychiatric facilities hospital described in subparagraph (c.) above
