From the Chief Deputy, Office of the Sheriff, requesting the creation of 1.0 FTE Jail Population Analyst.
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on December 20, 2018 Milwaukee County received from the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation a funding award notice for the Safety and Justice Challenge Phase III Implementation and Community Engagement grant in the amount of $2,300,000.  The award period is from January 1, 2019 to December 31 ,2020.  

WHEREAS, on February 7, 2019, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors (File No. 19-73) authorized the Chief Judge to accept the Safety and Justice Challenge Phase III Implementation and Community Engagement grant from the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation (#151955) for the Safety and Justice Challenge Phase III; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Deputy of the Office of the Sheriff is requesting the creation of 1.0 FTE Jail Population Analyst; and
WHEREAS, the funding of $120,000 per year for up to two years for this position will come from the Phase III of the MacArthur Foundation sponsored Safety and Justice Challenge grant; and


WHEREAS, the Sheriff and the Chief Judge have agreed that this Jail Population Analyst will be housed in the Office of the Sheriff’s Administration Bureau, Law Enforcement Analytics Division; and
WHEREAS, the Jail Population Analyst position will support the work of the Milwaukee County Community Justice Coordinating Council; now, therefore,
