SUBJECT:	Professional Services Agreement Exceeding $100,000 for Capital Project WO116 Marcus Center Vogel Hall Renovations 
	Informational Item

POLICY

Implementation of 2013 Wisconsin Act 14 with regard to purchase of professional service agreements (under the Milwaukee General Ordinance Chapter 56) for Capital projects requires County Board review to award the initial agreement, or fee extension(s) to the original agreement, when the total contractual fee exceeds $100,000 but is less than $300,000.  The Director of the Department of Administration (DAS) is planning to execute a professional service agreement with La Dallman Architects, Inc.
to provide professional design services for the adopted 2015 Capital Project WO116 Marcus Center Vogel Hall Renovations.

BACKGROUND

In the 2015 Adopted Capital Budget, a capital project was established to renovate the Vogel Hall at the Marcus Center.  The renovation and addition includes accessibility provisions, expanded lobby, relocated main entry, addition of ADA restrooms, new accessible box office, ticket windows and doors and a new wheel chair lift.  The design will incorporate as many energy efficient and sustainability features as practical.  

This project is a public private partnership between the Marcus Center Administration and Milwaukee County.  Over the past several years, LaDallman Architects has provided a significant amount of planning and coordination with the Marcus Center regarding the Vogel Hall theatre.  La Dallman Architects has performed planning and design for the already completed construction inside the Vogel Hall theatre.  The present capital project will address the areas in the lobby and restrooms outside of the Vogel Hall.  Given LaDallman’s significant work with the Marcus Center Administration to date, their familiarity and understanding of the entire project and the public-private partnership nature of this project, a single proposal was solicited from LaDallman for the continued planning and construction document preparation for the lobby and restroom areas adjacent to Vogel Hall.   

LaDallman’s proposal was reviewed by Bill Banach and Marcus Center staff.  The scope and fee estimate was found to be consistent with the project scope and budget.

FEE BREAKDOWN:

Sufficient funds are available in the project account to retain the selected consultant.  Financing in 2015 is provided from $1,565,949 in general obligation bonds and $1,000,000 in private contributions (as matching funds).

The Director of the DAS respectfully informs the County Board that he plans to execute a professional services agreement with La Dallman Architects, Inc. which totals $292,500.00.
