Land Disposition Agreement with State DOT for excess freeway land
REQUEST 

Authorization for transfer of County’s 8% interest to the State Department of Transportation of former freeway lands located under the Marquette Interchange.
BACKGROUND 


At the completion of the Marquette interchange reconstruction in 2008, certain lands that were once used to support freeway operations were no longer needed and declared excess by the State DOT.  One excess property, identified by the State as DOT ID:I94-4(46)308 was a collection of three parcels which are bordered by N James Lovell and 10th Street to the East and West, and W Michigan and Clybourn to the North and South.  Due to the County’s interest in these lands only being 8%, DOT handled the marketing and ultimate sale of those lands with County approval being necessary at the time of sale.
State DOT now has a sale agreement in place where it will sell the I94-4(46)308 property to Marquette University which they plan to use for an eastern expansion of its current campus.

Due to Milwaukee County having an 8% interest in the land, the transaction requires that the County approves of the sale.  Once County approval is set and the transaction is closed, the County can expect to realize 8% of the Net sale proceeds.  This percentage is based off the financial contribution the County made when acquiring the land for the original Marquette interchange.  The DOT has an offer in place to sell the property for $3,995,320.00. Milwaukee County’s share is expected to be approximately $319,625.
RECOMMENDATION 

The Department of Administrative Services – Economic Development respectfully request that the Board approves the sale of land, and authorizes the Department to execute any agreements necessary to successfully close this sale.
