Authorizing settlement agreements in the matter of District Council 48, American Federation of State, County, and Municipal Employees v. Milwaukee County, Case No. 14-CV-340, which provides for $15,000 settlements to each of eight former custodial workers in return for a dismissal of all claims in the matter 
	 

	WHEREAS, the 2010 Adopted Budget eliminated certain Milwaukee County custodial worker positions, resulting in the layoff at the end of 2009 of approximately 25 employees represented by District Council 48 of the American Federation of State, County, and Municipal Employees (DC48); and

	WHEREAS, DC48 filed suit in federal court against the County alleging that they were laid off as a result of exercising their right to freedom of association as well as their union status and activities; further they argued the County refused to properly recall or rehire them and also refused to provide positive references or provided false references; and

	WHEREAS, the County denies the allegations, but has been unable to approve a settlement agreement that is acceptable to all parties; and

	WHEREAS, there are eight workers that remain as part of the group of employees who contend their careers have been adversely impacted by the County’s actions; and

	WHEREAS, providing a cash settlement of $15,000 to each affected worker in exchange for a dismissal of all current and future claims against the County would allow this matter to be settled; now, therefore,

	BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes Corporation Counsel to execute settlement agreements in the amount of $15,000 per person to the following individuals:

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the settlement agreements shall require the dismissal of the pending litigation by DC48 and the complete release of any and all claims in this or any related matter by the union and by the individuals named in this resolution; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Administrative Services, Office of Performance Strategy and Budget (DAS-PSB) is authorized to transfer $120,000 from Org. Unit 1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to the appropriate account to pay the settlements.
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
