A RESOLUTION/ORDINANCE

To amend Chapter 106 – County Commission on Youth of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances (MCGO) to modify the term of office for youth commissioners to better align with the school calendar year    


	WHEREAS, in May 2022 the County Board adopted File No. 22-662, which re-established the Milwaukee County Commission on Youth (“Youth Commission”); and 

	WHEREAS, the Youth Commission serves as the representative body for youth in Milwaukee County and makes advisory recommendations about policy and budgetary decisions to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors; and 

WHEREAS, the term of office for Youth Commissioners begins on January 2nd and ends January 1st of the second year (e.g. 01/02/2024 to 01/01/2026) which is not reflective of the typical school year, and creates unnecessary complications; and

WHEREAS, per MCGO Section 106.08 – Length of term, half of Commissioners, or an approximation thereof, will have terms expiring each year; and

WHEREAS, the Youth Commission voted to recommend that the County Board amend the ordinance to modify terms to begin September 1st and end August 31st of the successive year (e.g. 09/01/2025 to 08/31/2026) to better align with the school calendar; and 

WHEREAS, current Youth Commissioners who are already confirmed for a term that ends on January 1, 2026 may retain this end date as a transitional term; now, therefore, 

	BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby amends Chapter 106 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances to modify the term of office for youth commissioners to better align with the school calendar and provide a process for incumbent commissioners to extend their term to eliminate gaps in representation on the Youth Commission by adoption of the following:
 
AN ORDINANCE
The County Board of Supervisors of the County of Milwaukee does ordain as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 106.08 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances is hereby amended as follows: 

106.08 – Length of Term.

Of the commissioners selected by the initial review panel under [section] 106.03, half, or the best approximation thereof, shall be appointed to terms that end January 1, 2024, and the balance shall be appointed to terms that end January 1, 2025. Commissioners selected to serve on subsequent commissions on youth shall serve a maximum of two (2) two-year terms. Effective January 1, 2025, the term for new commissioners will begin on September 1 and conclude on August 31, either one or two years later depending on the term length. Any commissioner serving as of December 31, 2024, whose term would otherwise expire on January 1, 2026, may pursuant to section 106.03 retain their current term length ending January 1, 2026. 


SECTION 2. The provisions of this Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication. 
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
