Subject:	Right-of-Way Dedication Request from the City of Oak Creek on S. Nicholson Road– ACTION

POLICY
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is requesting authorization to dedicate a parcel of land as Public Street Right-of-Way and grant easements to accommodate a City of Oak Creek (City) roadway and bridge reconstruction project on S. Nicholson Road.

BACKGROUND
[bookmark: _GoBack]The City has requested that a parcel of land be dedicated for Public Street Right-of-Way (ROW) to facilitate the reconstruction of S. Nicholson Road and the existing bridge over the Oak Creek Parkway south of Puetz Road. Milwaukee County (County) currently owns the parcels of land on either side of Nicholson Road. The existing ROW in this area is not wide enough to accommodate the street restoration project. The City project requires that a strip of parkland approximately 25 feet wide be dedicated as ROW and that the County grant temporary and permanent easements needed for the bridge reconstruction.

This strip of land is located under the existing roadway and was never dedicated as street ROW. This parcel is already being utilized for roadway and the dedication will formalize the City authority to operate and maintain the roadway. The area of land required is approximately 0.47 acre.

No County infrastructure or trees will be impacted by the work. Funding for these projects has already been appropriated in the City and State of Wisconsin budgets. All removal, construction, and restoration required for this project will be funded by the City and the State of Wisconsin, at no expense to the County. Prior to execution, the DPRC, Department of Administrative Services, Corporation Counsel and other appropriate staff will review and approve all documents as required.


RECOMMENDATION
The Parks Director recommends that the authority be granted to the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, the Department of Administrative Services, Corporation Counsel, Risk Management, County Clerk, Register of Deeds, and the County Executive to prepare, review, approve, execute and record all deeds, easements and other documents, and take all actions as required to execute and implement the dedication of the required parcel for Public Street Right-of-Way to the City of Oak Creek to facilitate their roadway and bridge reconstruction project and related improvements on S. Nicholson Road.
