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(ITEM No. ____) From the Director of Transportation and the Interim Airport Director, requesting that Milwaukee County authorize the proper County officials to apply to the Wisconsin Department of Revenue for issuance of a retail Class B Intoxicating Liquor Permit for use in the terminal building at General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA), with said permit fee to be paid by Taste, Inc. dba Vino Volo, by recommending adoption of the following:

WHEREAS, the Transportation, Public Works and Transit Committee at its meeting on January 21, 2015, concurred with Airport staff’s recommendation (Vote _____) that a resolution be adopted by the County Board authorizing the County Board Chairwoman and the County Clerk to apply to the Secretary of Revenue, State of Wisconsin, for a Class B Intoxicating Liquor Permit on behalf of Taste, Inc. dba Vino Volo for use in the terminal building at GMIA; now therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Chairwoman of the County Board and the County Clerk are authorized to apply to the Secretary of Revenue, State of Wisconsin, for the issuance of a Liquor Permit Taste, Inc. dba Vino Volo for use in the terminal building at GMIA, with all fees to be paid by Taste, Inc. dba Vino Volo.
