1. Senate Bill 19 / Assembly Bill 57.  Requiring child support compliance for FoodShare eligibility.  Kapenga (R) / Sanfelippo (R).  This bill prohibits certain individuals and parents who refuse to cooperate in determining the paternity of a child or establishing or enforcing a child support order from being eligible for FoodShare benefits.  The bill also prohibits certain parents who refuse to cooperate in providing or obtaining support for their child or who are delinquent in child support payments and do not satisfy an exception specified in the bill from being eligible for FoodShare benefits. Referred to the Referred to the Senate Committee on Public Benefits, Licensing and State-Federal Relations and the Assembly Committee on Public Benefit Reform. 

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor. 

2. Senate Bill 35 / Assembly Bill 79.  Mandatory reporting of child abuse and neglect by juvenile correctional officers.  Johnson (D) / Kleefisch (R).  This bill adds juvenile correctional officers to the list of professionals who must report suspected abuse and neglect of children. Mandated reporters are subject to criminal penalties if they fail to report.  Adopted unanimously by the Senate; referred to the Assembly Committee on Children and Families.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Support. 

3. Senate Bill 42 / Assembly Bill 70.  Local government publication requirements.  Stroebel (R) / Thiesfeldt (R).   This bill authorizes city councils and the boards of villages, counties, school districts, and technical college districts to satisfy their legal obligation to publish the proceedings of regular and special meetings by posting a copy of the proceedings in a public place and electronically placing a copy of the proceedings on the Internet site maintained by the respective governmental unit. Generally, proceedings are defined as the substance of every official action taken by a local governing body at any meeting of the governing body.  With some exceptions, current law requires each of these governmental units to publish proceedings of meetings held by the council or board in a newspaper published in the jurisdiction.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Economic Development, Commerce and Local Government; public hearing held by the Assembly Committee on Local Government.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor. 

4. Senate Bill 52 / Assembly Bill 87.  Secured juvenile placement limits.  Vukmir (R) / Sanfelippo (R).  This bill removes the three-year limit on the amount of time the Department of Corrections may place certain juveniles participating in the Serious Juvenile Offender Program (SJOP) in a Type 1 juvenile correctional facility or a secured residential care center for children and youth (secured facility).  Under current law, a juvenile in the SJOP is placed in a secured facility for up to three years or, if the juvenile has committed an act that would be punishable by life imprisonment if committed by an adult, until the juvenile reaches 25 years of age.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety and the Assembly Committee on Corrections.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor.  

5. Senate Bill 59 / Assembly Bill 90.  Secured juvenile placements.  Vukmir (R) / Sanfelippo (R).  Under current law, a juvenile who is 14 years of age or over and who has been adjudicated delinquent by the court assigned to exercise jurisdiction under the Juvenile Justice Code (juvenile court) for committing or conspiring to commit certain law violations may be placed in the SJOP. This bill expands the law violations for which a juvenile may be placed in the SJOP to include any act that would be a felony if committed by an adult.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety and the Assembly Committee on Corrections. 

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor.  

6. Senate Bill 65 / Assembly Bill 66.  Department of Children and Families headquarters.  Craig (R) / Sanfelippo (R).  This bill requires that the Department of Administration, when entering into or renewing a lease of real property for an executive branch agency, perform a cost-benefit analysis for that agency and the Joint Committee on Finance of any savings that would accrue to the state if the agency were relocated.  In performing the cost-benefit analysis, this bill requires DOA to solicit at least three lease options.  Two options must be in the two counties, other than Dane and Milwaukee, in which the executive branch agency provides the greatest number of services, and the third option may be in Dane or Milwaukee County.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Government Operations, Technology and Consumer Protection and the Assembly Committee on Government Accountability and Oversight.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor.  

7. Senate Bill 70 / Assembly Bill 102.  Assembly Bill 102.  Study committee to investigate other states’ juvenile corrections models.  Larson (D) / Goyke (D).  This bill requires the secretary of corrections to create a committee to study the model used by the state of Missouri to provide rehabilitation for juveniles adjudicated delinquent who are in need of restrictive custodial treatment and to prepare a plan for the development and implementation of a similar model for the rehabilitation of such juveniles in this state.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety and the Assembly Committee on Corrections.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor. 

8. Senate Bill 79 / Assembly Bill 139.  County clerks authority to copy birth certificates.  LeMahieu (R)/ Pronchinske (R).  This bill creates an exception to the general prohibition in current law against copying a vital record and allows a county clerk or clerk of courts to copy a birth certificate for submission with a passport application, if the copy is marked “FOR ADMINISTRATIVE USE.”  Referred to the Senate Committee on Economic Development, Commerce and Local Government and the Assembly Committee on Local Government.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Support. 

9. Senate Bill 88 / Assembly Bill 107.  Mass transit moneys for streetcar use.  Nass (R) / Kremer (R).  This bill removes the enumeration of any project resulting from the Milwaukee Downtown Transit Connector Study of the Wisconsin Center District from the list of major transit capital improvement projects eligible for construction and specifies that money provided for urban mass transit operating assistance program aids may not be used for any purpose relating to the operation of a rail fixed guideway transportation system in a first class city.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Transportation and Veterans Affairs and the Assembly Committee on Transportation.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor. 

10. Assembly Bill 127.  Immigration status inquiries.  Brandtjen (R).  This bill prohibits a city, village, town, or county (political subdivision) from enacting an ordinance, adopting a resolution, or establishing a policy that would prohibit an employee from inquiring whether an individual who receives public services is lawfully present in the state, notifying the federal government of the presence of aliens who are not lawfully present, acting according to or complying with state law regarding arrested persons who are not lawfully present, inquiring about the immigration status of an individual who has been lawfully detained or arrested, or from otherwise cooperating with or assisting the federal government, or other units of government, with immigration enforcement.  Referred to the Assembly Committee on Local Government. 

RECOMMENDATION:  Oppose. 

11. Special Session Assembly Bill 2 and Special Session Senate Bill 2.  Introduced by the Senate and Assembly Committees on Organization.  This bill provides moneys from general purpose revenue in each fiscal year by $2 million annually to increase the amount spent for grants to counties operating treatment and diversion programs, to expand the grant program to more counties, and, subject to approval of the Joint Committee on Finance, to create a pilot program to divert certain persons to treatment options instead of the criminal justice system.  Recommended for adoption by the Assembly Committee on Criminal Justice and Public Safety.  Referred to the Senate Committee on Economic Development, Commerce and Local Government.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Support. 
 
12. Special Session Assembly Bill 3 and Special Session Senate Bill 3.  Introduced by the Senate and Assembly Committees on Organization. This bill extends comprehensive programs established by the Department of Health Services, voluntary treatment, treatment and other services, certain emergency and involuntary commitment procedures, and civil rights among other services to those persons who are drug dependent.  Currently, those provisions and services apply only to alcoholics and those who are intoxicated as a result of the use of alcohol.  Recommended for passage by the Senate Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety; public hearing held by the Assembly Committee on Judiciary .  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor.  

13. Special Session Assembly Bill 8 and Special Session Senate Bill 8.  Introduced by the Senate and Assembly Committees on Organization.  This bill requires the Department of Health Services to create, and provides funding for, two or three additional opioid treatment programs in underserved and high-need, but not necessarily rural, areas. Current law requires DHS to create two or three opioid treatment programs to provide treatment for addiction in rural and underserved, high-need areas. The programs must provide counseling, abstinence-based treatment, and medication-assisted treatment without using methadone. The additional programs must conform to the same requirements as the original programs.  Public hearing held in the Senate Committee on Revenue, Financial Institutions and Rural Issues and the Assembly Committee on Health.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Monitor. 

14. Assembly Joint Resolution 11.  Local government mandates.  Jacque (R).  This constitutional amendment, proposed to the 2017 legislature on first consideration, prohibits the legislature from passing any bill that places a requirement on a local governmental unit unless the bill contains an appropriation that reimburses the local governmental unit for the full cost of complying with the requirement. The amendment does not prohibit the governor from vetoing an appropriation contained in a bill that creates such a requirement.  Referred to the Assembly Committee on Constitution and Ethics.  

RECOMMENDATION:  Support. 
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
