Authorization to sell property at 3802 E. Cudahy Avenue, Cudahy, WI to Carmen St. Clair, pursuant to County Board Resolution File No. 02-14 related to offers to purchase of lands under County Control.
BACKGROUND 


The Real Estate Section of Economic Development Division received an offer purchase for an excess County-owned parcel located at 3802 E. Cudahy Ave in the city of Cudahy, Wisconsin (the “Property”).  A copy of the offer is attached as well as a summary of the appraisal done on the Property.  The Property was acquired by the County by tax foreclosure in 2010 for back taxes.  The current balance of outstanding taxes and interest is $27,800.
An appraisal on the Property was conducted on August 15, 2012 with a value attached of $16,000.  The property is a vacant lot zoned for residential Single Family or Duplex.  The site currently has no utility service (Gas, Water, Sewer), new laterals will need to be established from city service running under Swift Ave. Subsoil condition of the site is unknown.  Neighborhood analysis is predominately residential and is regarded as good to average.

The offer, dated September 17th, 2013 is made by current Cudahy resident Carmen St Clair.  The offer was drafted by Economic Development – Real Estate Services and does not involve any co-broke commission fees.  The offer is for nine thousand dollars  ($9,000.00) which is 56% of the Appraised value.  It is a cash offer and does contain two inspection contingencies;  A survey, which needs to confirm the lot dimensions represented by the appraisal on file, and an environmental test to check for any possible soil contaminations.  Both inspections are to be paid for by the buyer and completed within 30 days of acceptance of the offer.

RECOMMENDATION 

Approval is recommended for the Offer to Purchase.  The property has been on the market for 42 months and this is the first formal offer brought before the County.  The buyer making the offer wishes to build a single family home on site and use it as her primary residence.
