D. Describe any assumptions or interpretations that were utilized to provide the information on this form.  

A. Approval of this resolution would require the Director, Department of Transportation, to work with Milwaukee Transport Services, Inc. and the Wisconsin Division of Motor Vehicles (DMV) to develop the most feasible means to transport Milwaukee County residents for free to DMV service locations so that they can obtain photo identification for voter registration/voting purposes. This may include creating opportunities for members of the public to meet at a specific public site, such as a park, and ride the bus to the closest DMV location. Four such opportunities could occur in the four quadrants of Milwaukee County. 

B. Approval of this resolution may require the planning and promotion of opportunities for the public to use the Milwaukee Transport Services, Inc. buses without charge. Each event would include costs for the bus operator, fuel, vehicle maintenance, and livability coverage, at a total cost of $81/hour. If the event lasts four hours, each event would cost approximately $324. If four events are held in Milwaukee County, the cost would be approximately $1296.

C. [bookmark: _GoBack]The necessary funds for these events may be absorbed into the Department of Transportation budget if the funds are available.  If not, the funds may be transferred from the contingency funds.
