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authorizing and directing the formation of a workgroup to develop a pilot program for a “Super Pass” to allow Milwaukee County residents to access, for a limited time, various park, recreation and culture facilities as well potentially some non-County activities and events with the purchase of one card

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County operates and/or owns many park, recreational and cultural facilities that draw thousands of visitors each year; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee serves as a venue for many festivals, events and other privately sponsored cultural facilities that attract many visitors from all over Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, most of these facilities and activities offer annual passes that allow purchasers unlimited admittance to the facility throughout the year that include, but are not limited to:

· Zoological Gardens
· Milwaukee Public Museum
· Betty Brinn Children’s Museum
· Charles Allis and Villa Terrace Art Museums
· Mitchell Park Horticultural Conservatory (“The Domes”)
· Boerner Botanical Gardens
· Wehr Nature Center
· Water Parks and Pools
; and

WHEREAS, other facilities, events and activities that are controlled by non-County agencies and sponsorship bring a wide range of County residents and revenue to the Milwaukee area including, but not limited to:

· Harley-Davidson Museum
· Eisner American Museum of Advertising & Design
· Wisconsin State Fair
· Bastille Days
· All festivals held on the Henry Maier Festival Grounds 

; and
	
WHEREAS, the concept of a “Super Pass” that would allow purchasers an opportunity to visit any or all of these park, recreation, or cultural destinations has tremendous appeal to many local residents; and
	
WHEREAS, a “Super Pass” may encourage people to visit a County attraction that they may have otherwise not visited without the “one price” for all opportunity; and

	WHEREAS, issues including the complexity of which attractions to include, when and how many times they could be visited, concerns about reducing the facilities’ existing customer base as well as the proper distribution of the revenue from the sale of the pass require further examination; and

	WHEREAS, research would be required to investigate if and how negotiations could potentially be made with non-County facilities and events in order to include them in the “Super Pass” admission; and

	WHEREAS, a Workgroup comprised of representatives of various recreation and cultural facilities may be able to develop a pilot program to create a “Super Pass” (or other recommended name) that can be embraced by the participating entities and approved by policymakers; now, therefore,

	BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of the Parks Department is hereby authorized and directed to convene a Workgroup comprised of appropriate representatives of various County recreational and cultural facilities for the purpose of developing a pilot “Super Pass” program that would enable residents to purchase one pass to visit multiple attractions; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Workgroup shall issue a report and recommendation to the Committee on Parks, Energy, and Environment as soon as practicable, with the hope that a pilot program could be implemented during the Summer of 2012.
