(ITEM        )  From the County Executive’s requesting authorization for the Department of Veteran’s Affairs to enter into lease with Berkshire Development Company, LLC for office space at 6419 W Greenfield Avenue for a five year term, by recommending adoption of the following:
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Veteran’s Service Office has occupied office space on the Clement J. Zablocki VA Medical Center Campus under a memorandum of understanding with the Wisconsin Department of Veterans Affairs, who had a formal leasing agreement with the federal VA, which was terminated at request of the Wisconsin Department Veterans Affairs effective July 31, 2011; and


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Veteran’s Service Office worked with the County Executive’s Office, Senator Herb Kohl’s Office and Congresswoman Gwen Moore’s Office to negotiate maintenance of the Office on the VA Campus; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Veteran’s Service Office was denied occupancy on the VA Campus on December 2, 2011; and


WHEREAS, Milwaukee County Veteran’s Service Office prioritized a handicap accessible space in close proximity to the VA Campus with bus route accessibility; and

WHEREAS, the Veteran’s Service Office secured a 1,234 square foot office space located at the southeast corner of West Greenfield Avenue and South 65th Street in the City of West Allis; and 


WHEREAS, the landlord has committed to building out the space to fit the needs of the Veteran’s Service Office for the date on which the Veteran’s Service Office must vacate the VA Campus, January, 16, 2012; and 

WHEREAS, Corporation Counsel and Risk Management have both reviewed the lease; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the County Executive is authorized to execute a lease agreement for the Milwaukee County Veteran’s Service Office with Bedrock Development Company commencing January 16, 2012, and terminating December 31, 2016, for the rental of 1,234 square feet of space in the Berkshire West Allis Shopping Center which shall include an annual rental fee of $16,800 and security deposit of $2,800 in 2012, and annual rental fees thereafter of $17,220 in 2013, $17,651 in 2014, $18,092 in 2015 and $18,544 in 2016.
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
