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[bookmark: _Hlk72502387]From the Director, Risk Management, requesting authorization to create Section 32.67 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances to require the Risk Management Division, Department of Administrative Services, to collaborate with the Office of Corporation Counsel to produce an annual report to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors by October 1 detailing liability insurance and claims costs by department, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION/ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Risk Management Division, Department of Administrative Services is responsible for procuring or otherwise administering Milwaukee County’s liability program, and the Office of Corporation Counsel is responsible for the defense of lawsuits filed against Milwaukee County; and

WHEREAS, the Risk Management Division was directed by the 2021 Adopted Budget to collaborate with the Office of Corporation Counsel to produce a report detailing liability program and claims costs by department annually by October 1; and

WHEREAS, the report shall include:

· Annual legal settlements and judgments pertaining to each department for the prior year and as much of the current year as is known at the time the report is produced
· A summary of each department’s liability insurance premiums and a narrative which explains any changes in insurance costs

; and

	WHEREAS, to effectuate the provisions in the 2021 Adopted Budget, an update to Chapter 32 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances is required; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, beginning in 2021, the Risk Management Division, Department of Administrative Services, in collaboration with Corporation Counsel, shall produce a report with corresponding data to the County Board by October 1 annually, which includes total county liability costs for the prior year and to date for the current year, detailing the following:

1. Total claim payments by department; and
2. Total liability program costs for prior year and as much as is known of the current year, if applicable, including a description of any increases or decreases

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby creates Chapter 32.67 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances by adoption of the following:


AN ORDINANCE

The Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does ordain as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 32.67 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances is hereby created as follows:

32.67. – Annual liability cost reporting.

The risk management division, department of administrative services, in collaboration with corporation counsel, shall produce a report with corresponding data to the county board by October 1 annually, which includes total county liability costs for the prior year and to date for the current year, detailing the following:

3. Total claim payments by department; and
4. Total liability program costs for prior year and as much as is known of the current year, if applicable, including a description of any increases or decreases.

The definition of total claim payment, in this section only, shall be: all payments made on behalf of the county to defend against, or compensate third parties’ damages for, claims submitted against the county, which includes but is not limited to, payments for attorney’s fees and costs, settlements, judgments, and jury awards.

The definition of liability program costs, in this section only, shall be: any fees charged for premiums, retentions, claims administration, loss control, actuarial reports, and any other costs necessary to administer the county’s liability program.

	Section 2. The provisions of this Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication.
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
