ISSUE
A verbal presentation regarding a proposal by Sixteenth Street Community Health Centers to apply for a grant from the Mary L. Nohl Fund from the Greater Milwaukee Foundation to benefit Pulaski Park. 

BACKGROUND
Sixteenth Street Community Health Centers (16th Street) has been leading neighborhood revitalization and community development in the Pulaski Park neighborhood and has recently finalized the Pulaski Park Neighborhood Stormwater Plan.  Pulaski Park has been a central rallying point for community improvement and engagement activities with much success.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Pulaski Park neighborhood has been designated a Healthy Neighborhood by the Greater Milwaukee Foundation.  This designation affords 16th Street the opportunity to apply for a grant from the Mary L. Nohl Fund (Fund) that is dedicated to local arts education and programming.  16th Street has proposed to the DPRC that they apply to the Fund for a $30,000 project for Pulaski Park.  16th Street will seek submissions from local artists that support the following:
· Community involvement with the planning and execution of the project.
· Emphasis on the piece being interactive and reflective of the neighborhood culture.
· Inclusion of one or more community themes including water, nature, native plantings, transformation and diversity.
· Project completion by September 30, 2015.

Once an artist has been selected he/she will be asked to present several concepts to be reviewed and approved by Milwaukee County.  The DPRC will seek authorization from the Board of Supervisors in the next few months to accept this gift.
